A Book Talk is a project based on a book you have read over an extended period of time. It includes a finished product and an oral presentation about the book.

The Book Talk will focus on fiction. Please choose a chapter book by Tuesday, October 4th and come to school prepared to tell Ms. Long the title of the book you will be working on.  Titles such as Diary of a Wimpy Kid, Flat Stanley, or Minecraft will not be considered.
There are 2 parts: Plot Sheet (characters, setting, problem, and solution) and 1 of the following:
1) Diorama: Show your favorite scene from the book. Be sure to tell why you chose that scene and why this scene is important to the story. 

2) Book Jacket: Make a book jacket different from the cover of your book. Include the author, title, your own synopsis (summary), and a few words about the author. Put your name on it as the book jacket designer.
3) Friendly Letter: Type a letter to the author, telling your thoughts and feelings about the book. Be sure to base your thoughts on specific events, characters, and setting. Read the letter to the class and then mail it to the author.

4) Book in a Bag: Choose five objects to place in a brown paper bag that represent characters, events, and the setting from the book. Show each object to the class and explain what each object means in the story.
5) Comic Strip: On a light posterboard (no larger than 22" x 28", make an eight-panel comic strip about your book. In the first panel, include the title, author, and your name. In Panel 2, list and draw the main characters. Panel 3—What is the problem in the story? Panel 4, 5, and 6—Show the steps to solve the problem.  Panel 7: How is the problem solved? Panel 8: Explain how the story ended. You can use any art materials you wish.
